Deliverable D5.1b: EMPLOY technical specifications


This deliverable provides the specifications for the enhanced EMPLOY training infrastructure which includes:


EDUNET, the Internet-based distance learning platform developed by CYBERION, a subcontractor of MEDIACONCEPT,


the smart card system, controlling access to EDUNET and other Internet servers, developed by GEMPLUS.


EDUNET is a pedagogical resource server which enables EMPLOY trainees to access distance learning services through multimedia PCs or workstations linked to the Internet (or an Intranet) via a standard telephone line for basic services or an ISDN high debit line for more comprehensive services.


The EMPLOY smart card system is meant to:


identify the trainees through a portable personal device,


secure the access to Web severs used for training, especially EDUNET, through a strong Authentication Solution, thus allowing to monitor the use of available training courses and to implement a pre-paid system for managing users’ rights. 


This system offers functionalities to authenticate a card holder through Internet. This Authentication Solution contains a complete client-server software solution to perform a Web authentication with a cryptographic smart card.
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
